Fees and General Information 

Our aim is to get your mare in foal as quickly as possible and easily as possible. In order to achieve this we do involve the vet for setting the mares up for breeding or AI and for pregnancy diagnosis. Veterinary work is carried out by Equine Reproductive Services Ltd. If the owner has any specific requests regarding the involvement of the vet in the management of their mare this should be conveyed to the stud owner prior to the mare arriving at stud.

Fees:
Boarding:
£4.50 per day at grass 
£11 per day at grass day/stabled night + £1 per day for foal in either case 
£15.00 per day for stallions 

Grooms Fee: £20 (per mare at stud – includes all handling for scans etc) 




Chilled Semen:

Collection Fee Chilled Semen £50.00 / collection plus postage 
Please Note: It is the mare owner’s responsibility to return the Equitainer by recorded delivery within 3 days of receipt of semen. Equitainers not returned within 7 days of dispatched semen will be deemed lost and deposit cheque cashed.



Veterinary Fees:

All expenses incurred for veterinary visits, examination of your mare and treatments will be payable by the owner directly to the Veterinary Surgeon. 
Equine Reproductive Services Ltd. request a deposit or credit card authorisation of £200 for each mare prior to commencement of veterinary work. Cheque, credit card or BACS payments are accepted but must clear prior to veterinary work proceeding. Mares and foals whilst at the Stud receive every possible care, attention and supervision. Veterinary assistance is called in when deemed necessary and is chargeable to the owner. All mares are served at their owner’s risk and no responsibility can be accepted for injury, damage or loss caused through trying to or serving any mare. 

All fees must be paid before the mares / stallions leave the stud. 
All fees must be paid before semen is shipped
Mare owners who send a third party to collect their mare must make arrangements

 to pay in advance of collection. 
GENERAL TERMS & CONDITIONS 2011: 
WEST END FARM STUD 

· Mares are taken at livery for natural covering/insemination with semen including semen that has been sent from elsewhere. 
· Please ensure that the mare arrives without hind shoes. 
· All mares will be wormed on arrival and at regular intervals during their stay.
· All mares must arrive with a well fitting headcollar.
· Arrival Time: The best time for mares to arrive is just before they are due to come in season and they will then be constantly monitored to obtain the optimum timing for covering or insemination. 
· Passports to arrive with the mare at stud.
· Nomination Form – This is to be sent prior to the mare arriving to secure your booking. 
· Mare Booking Form: all owners/agents are required to fill in and sign our form when they bring the mare to stud. If the mare is sent with a third party the form must be completed and signed before the mare arrives. 
· Mares and foals will have their feet trimmed when necessary and any costs charged to the owner.
· Veterinary assistance and advice will be obtained at the discretion of the staff and will be chargeable to the owner.
· The account for fees will be presented on the mare’s departure and must be paid in full at that time. Mare owners who send a third party to collect their mare must make arrangements to pay in advance of collection. Mares will not be allowed to leave before payment is made in full. 
· No VAT is charged on keep or stud fees. 
· ALL mares for natural cover require a clitoral swab taken after the 1st January 2011 and a laboratory certificate stating freedom from CEM, Pseudomonas and Klebsiella prior to commencement of breeding activities. 
· It is recommended that mares arriving for natural covering should be swabbed for Contagious Equine Metritis (CEM) prior to arrival at the stud. If this is not done it will have to be performed at the stud prior to breeding and will incur further costs and a delay of up to 10days before the mare can be examined or teased.
· We suggest that mares are scanned for pregnancy prior to leaving the stud. 
· Any vices and/or behavioural problems must be notified to the stud.
· Whilst every care will be taken, we advise that all mares be insured before coming to the stud. If not they come at the owner’s risk.
· Optional veterinary packages are available. 
· To qualify for the NFFR, all mares must have a positive pregnancy scan at a stage to detect a heartbeat prior to leaving the stud or if local return by arrangement.
